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1. Introduction 

Welcome to Duke!  If you are an MEM/MBA or MF/MBA concurrent degree student, this handbook will 

help you navigate some of the issues unique to completing your concurrent degree program.  It is intended 

to complement, not replace, the MEM Student Handbook and Fuqua Bulletin, which detail the policies 

and procedures of each program separately.  When in doubt, please refer to these handbooks at:

2. Overview 

Duke offers two concurrent (or joint
1
) degree programs in business and environment: the MEM/MBA and 

the MF/MBA.  These programs are collaborations between The Fuqua School of Business (hereafter, 

Fuqua) and the Nicholas School of the Environment (hereafter, NS). They are designed to prepare 

students to pursue careers with expertise in both business and environmental management skills.  Students 

complete the MEM/MBA or MF/MBA program in three years, in contrast with four years required to 

complete the two degrees independently.  

3. Admissions 

Students who wish to undertake either the MEM/MBA or MF/MBA degree program must apply to, and 

be accepted by, each of the respective schools.  

It is helpful if you apply to both programs before starting at either school. This makes course planning for 

the three years easier, and enables you to take advantage of the resources at both schools from the very 

beginning.  It also simplifies tuition and financial aid, as the blended rate tuition can be applied to your 

account from the outset (see “Tuition & Financial Aid” for more). All concurrent degree applicants must 

apply to Fuqua in either Round 1 or Round 2. 

It is also possible to enroll at one school and then apply to the other during your first year. In this case, 

you are encouraged to be proactive about finding a coursework advisor at the Nicholas School as soon as 

you are accepted and planning your curriculum with the end goal of concurrent degrees in mind.    

Concurrent applicants to the MEM (or MF) and the MBA may provide official GRE or GMAT scores in 

support of their applications. Fuqua will accept the GRE from applicants who are applying for the MBA 

and the MEM (or MF) at the same time; likewise, the NS will accept the GMAT in lieu of the GRE from 

concurrent applicants.

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4. Degree Requirements 

Students electing to pursue the MEM or MF concurrently with the MBA must complete requirements for 

both degrees before either degree will be awarded.  

You will need at least 36 units of credit within NS to receive the Master of Environmental Management 

(MEM) or Master of Forestry (MF) degree. These include 4 to 6 units for the Master’s Project, which is a 

graduation requirement. You will register at NS for any courses that will count toward your 36 MEM or 

MF credits. 

You need a minimum of 65 units of credit at Fuqua, 44 of which are taken in the first year. You will 

register at Fuqua for any courses that will count toward your required 65 MBA credits. 

Course credits may not be double-counted. If a particular course satisfies a concentration requirement at 

both schools, you may use that course to fulfill both concentration requirements, but the units of course 

credit may only count toward the degree requirements of one degree. (See more on concentrations in 

“Course Planning & Credits.”) 

Matriculation 

If you applied and were accepted to both NS and Fuqua before beginning either degree, you will be 

matriculated at both schools simultaneously in your first fall semester. That means that you are actively 

enrolled at both Fuqua and NS and can take advantage of the resources of both schools, such as career 

services, even if you are focusing your studies in one school that particular year. 

5. Course Planning & Credits 

Program Sequencing 

The preferred course of study is for students to begin their studies the first year at NS followed by a year 

at Fuqua, and concluding with the final year of combined work in both schools. This is to your advantage 

because the employers who recruit at Fuqua for summer interns are typically looking for interns with the 

possibility of a full-time job offer at the end of the internship. If you start at NS and then study at Fuqua 

during your second year of the 3-year program, you will be well-positioned for a summer internship that 

includes the possibility of full-time employment after graduation the following year. 

Programs/Concentrations 

For your MEM degree, you are required to choose one specialized concentration (or “program”) of study 

from among the following:  

¶ Coastal Environmental Management (CEM) 

¶ Ecosystem Science and Conservation (ESC) 

¶ Ecotoxicology and Environmental Health (EEH) 

¶ Energy and Environment (EE) 

¶ Environmental Economics and Policy (EEP) 

¶ Forest Resource Management (FRM) 

¶ Global Environmental Change (GEC) 

¶ Water and Air Resources (WAR) 
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MF students follow the Forest Resource Management (FRM) concentration. 

Each of these concentrations has different prerequisites and course requirements, and you must complete 

a detailed course plan in consultation with your advisor at NS to ensure you are meeting the concentration 

requirements.  

For your MBA degree, a concentration is optional. You may have no concentration at all, or choose to 

complete up to two concentrations in the areas of: Decision Sciences, Energy and Environment, 

Entrepreneurship and Innovation, Finance, Financial Analysis, Leadership and Ethics, Management, 

Marketing, Operations Management, Social Entrepreneurship, and Strategy. Each concentration has a set 

of required and optional electives associated with it; concentration requirements may be found at:

Coursework Advisors 

At NS, you will be assigned a coursework advisor associated with the concentration you have selected. 

Later, you may have a different advisor for your NS Master’s Project. 

You will not have a degree advisor at Fuqua. You are responsible for selecting your own electives and 

meeting your MBA degree requirements. 

Occasionally, a student will start at Fuqua and then apply to the concurrent degree program. In this case, 

you should request a NS coursework advisor as soon as possible after your acceptance; ideally, you will 

meet with your advisor during your first year so you can plan for prerequisites and avoid taking duplicate 

classes at Fuqua and NS. 

Course Planning 

Course planning sheets for each of the NS programs may be found at: 

www.nicholas.duke.edu/people/students/advising/. These plans are critical for mapping out your course 

selection over the three years. You are expected to develop a first draft of a plan during your first month 

on campus. This plan will likely change significantly over your course of study, but it will enable you to 

be conscious of your various requirements from the beginning. 

There is one element of course planning that is unique to concurrent degree students. Because there are a 

few topics that are covered at both NS and Fuqua (for instance, Environmental Economics), you will have 

some classes that count towards your program completion requirements, but not towards your required 36 

NS credits. You may choose, for example, to take a course at Fuqua that counts towards your 

Environmental Economics & Policy requirements but does not count towards the 36 NS units. So, you 

will need to track both program requirements and NS credits. 

When you fill out your NS program planning worksheet, you can indicate which requirements will be 

satisfied in substance by coursework from your MBA courses by listing those courses in parentheses. 

Remember not to count the credits from those courses toward the 36 units you need in the NS. 

Ordinarily it will be possible for concurrent degree students to complete their NS requirements within the 

36 credits allotted to the NS, but depending on the degree of substantive overlap between NS 

concentration requirements and Fuqua course requirements, concurrent degree students in some NS 

concentrations may need to take a few credits beyond the required 36. Variations from the stated 

requirements must be approved by the student’s NS advisor; the advisor must document any approved 

changes or substitutions by sending an email to Enrollment Services for inclusion in the student’s file.

Course Scheduling 

Since Fuqua courses are usually held on a Monday-Thursday or Tuesday-Friday schedule (and in 

different time blocks from the rest of Duke), while NS courses are usually held on a Monday-Wednesday 

or Tuesday-Thursday schedule, students taking classes at both Fuqua and NS in the same semester must 

pay close attention to course meeting times to prevent conflicts in scheduling. It is also important to 

realize that NS and Fuqua are on different academic calendars (so they have different start and end dates 

and different vacation schedules), as well as different semester schedules (Fuqua semesters are divided 

into two “terms” each). When scheduling a semester-long NS course, you need to look at both of Fuqua’s 

terms (e.g., Fall Term 1 and Fall Term 2) so that there will not be a conflict. 

6. aŀǎǘŜǊΩǎ Project 

A Master’s Project (MP) is a graduation requirement for all concurrent degree students, including 

participation in the MP seminars. 

MP Deadlines 

Since concurrent degree students are often on a different “sequence” than students in the regular 4-

semester program, you may have to take extra responsibility for making sure you are keeping up with MP 

deadlines and that you are included on the right NS email lists to get information about MP seminar and 

other program activities. The MP guidelines detail the due dates based on expected graduation date 

(www.nicholas.duke.edu/people/students/advising/mpguidelines-timetable.html). Use your expected 

graduation date as a guide to which deadlines you must meet.  

Note that for some concurrent degree students, this may mean having to settle on an MP topic and write a 

prospectus during the first semester you spend at NS. For other concurrent students, this may mean 

preparing a prospectus or a proposal during a semester when you are taking all or part of your courses in 

Fuqua. When in doubt, verify with your advisor or program chair what deadlines you need to meet. You 

are welcome to finish your MP earlier than the dates listed, if that fits your schedule better. 

MP Seminar 

Each NS program has a 1-credit MP seminar (ENVIRON 398.xx), which students sign up for each 

semester they are at NS (typically year 1 and year 3 of the concurrent degree program), receiving one 

credit on successful completion of all activities in the final semester. MP seminar activities are required, 

and include program meetings to learn about MP topics, discuss MP proposals, develop skills in graphics 

and public speaking, etc. You may need to attend some of these meetings while you are enrolled in your 

MBA program, depending on the semesters you’ll be taking NS courses.  

Because the MBA curriculum typically includes business communications and public speaking training, 

MEM/MBA and MF/MBA students may request a waiver to opt out of the required graphics and public 

speaking portions of the MP seminar. You must, however, actively request a waiver and not assume it is 

granted. Instructions may be found at: http://www.nicholas.duke.edu/people/students/advising/general-

waiving.html.  

MPs and Internships 

It’s very common, but not universal, for NS students to use material from summer internships as the basis 

for their MPs. Concurrent degree students may need to look at the sequence of semesters they’ll be

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spending in the NS vs. Fuqua with an eye to when they could do summer work leading to an MP and how 

to have adequate NS coursework as background for that summer’s work. 

7. Tuition & Financial Aid 

MEM/MBA and MF/MBA students pay a special blended tuition rate for this program. It is slightly 

higher than NS tuition and lower than Fuqua’s tuition. Students pay the special combined tuition every 

semester regardless of where courses are taken.   

If you apply to and enroll in both programs before starting either one, you will pay the blended tuition rate 

from outset. If you start at one school before applying to add the second degree, you will have a one-time 

tuition adjustment applied in your first semester of the concurrent degree program. 

Financial aid is processed through the school that you start with for the entire duration of your program.  

So, for example, if your first year is at NS, NS will process your financial aid for all three years of the 

concurrent degree program.  

8. Career Support 

Concurrent degree candidates are matriculated students at both NS and Fuqua for the entire three-year 

program. As such, you have full access to all of the career management services at both schools for all 

three years.  

Career Fairs 

There are several career fairs each year at both NS and Fuqua. You are welcome to participate in any of 

them at any time during the concurrent degree program. These include: 

¶ Duke/Yale Environmental Recruiting Fair (hosted by NS and Yale, typically in February, in 

Washington DC) 

¶ Stanback Internship Recruiting Fair (hosted by NS, typically in February at Duke) 

¶ Duke/UNC Sustainable Business Career Fair (hosted by Fuqua and UNC’s Kenan-Flagler 

Business School, typically in January, alternating locations) 

Business Cards 

School business cards are available to purchase from both schools, and are required by Fuqua. A custom 

MEM/MBA template that includes the Fuqua and Nicholas logos has also been created with Universal 

Printing. Audrey Riggs (ariggs@universalprinting.com) or Joe Moye (jmoye@universalprinting.com) 

should be contacted directly for the custom order (use existing design to avoid additional fees).

The CASE Summer Internship Program enables Duke MBA-Daytime students to learn about the 

rewards and challenges of social sector management without making a significant financial 

sacrifice.

10. Communications 

Email Lists: Nicholas School 

NS has an email list for all environmental concurrent degree students (including MEM/JD, MEM/MPP, 

MEM/MBA, and others): profjoint@nicholas.duke.edu.  There is also a list specifically for concurrent 

MEM/MBA students: mba-mem@duke.edu.  Check to see if you are on these lists after you’ve enrolled.   

When you start at NS, you will also be added to the relevant email distribution lists for your NS program. 

If you start your degree at Fuqua, you may not be included automatically on these NS lists during your 

first year. If you wish, you may ask NS Enrollment Services to add you to the appropriate list, so that 

you’ll beginning receiving messages about program meetings, required modules, etc. 

You will also be added to email lists to receive messages about “first-year” and “second-year” activities 

and deadlines at NS. Because concurrent degree students are not on the standard four-semester plan, 

you’ll have to make sure that you are on the lists that are appropriate for your stage of completion of 

requirements (you may need to be on both the first and second year lists, or change from one list to 

another, for example).

Email Lists: Fuqua 

If you follow the “typical” MEM/MBA path (ie, you applied and were accepted to both NS and Fuqua 

before beginning either degree, and you begin your studies at NS), you will be matriculated at both Fuqua 

and NS during your first year, and will therefore be automatically added to email distribution lists at 

Fuqua. You’ll be on the MBA1 distribution list during your year at NS (year 1) and again during your 

year at Fuqua (year 2). You will be moved to the MBA2 distribution list during your last year of the 

concurrent degree (year 3). 

If, however, you start your degree at Fuqua, the sequence will be different. You will be on the MBA1 

distribution list during your first year. You will automatically be moved to the MBA2 distribution list at 

the completion of your first year at Fuqua. This can’t be changed, but students who wish to continue 

receiving “first-year” internship announcements from the Fuqua Career Management Center (CMC) can 

do so by contacting the CMC to change their status in CareerCompass. 

Internet/Intranets 

Besides the academic and advising pages of the NS website (www.nicholas.duke.edu), NS has a student 

wiki, Nikipedia at https://wiki.duke.edu/display/nickipedia/Home. Nikipedia is your source for job 

postings, student announcements, club information, and other helpful links as a NS student.  

Fuqua has an intranet, FuquaWorld: www.fuquaworld.duke.edu. This is where you’ll be able to access 

CareerCompass, school calendars, club announcement boards, directories, Fuquapedia (wiki), and links to 

other useful resources for students. Even when you are at NS, you should have access to FuquaWorld as a 

concurrent degree student. 

11. Tips & Other Advice  

Following are a few additional tips from advisors and alumni of the MEM/MBA program. 

Ð Even if you start at NS during your first year, you may want to go ahead and sign up for the Net 

Impact Club and/or Energy Club at Fuqua. You’ll receive emails about career events and 

speakers that might be of interest. Participating in the national Net Impact conference 

(www.netimpact.org/conference) is also a great way to get involved and meet like-minded Fuqua 

students. 

Ð Try to get all of your required NS classes fulfilled during your first year at NS; given the 

differences between the NS and Fuqua calendars, scheduling during your third year can be 

challenging.   

Ð The MBA first-year electives include a decision models course (Decision 312), which may be 

used to satisfy the substance (not the credit) for a NS quantitative course with permission of your 

NS academic advisor. (Another Fuqua core course, Decision 311, Probability and Statistics 

duplicates too much NS prerequisite level material to count as a NS quantitative course.)
